Pray for open hearts - ask God to keep the hearts of our VBS children, so that the “seeds” of 
God’s Word will take root and thrive.  

Pray God’s love would be felt in real and tangible ways through the building of positive 
relationships between the children and volunteers. Pray that the fruit of God’s spirit (love, joy, 
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness) would be fully evident and would help 
children to deepen their trust in and love for God.  

Pray for wisdom - ask God to pour His wisdom into all leaders and volunteers as they interact 
with the children giving them the right words and actions to reflect the heart of God.  

Pray for families as the children share songs, stories and adventures from VBS each day. 

Thank God for parents and grandparents who make it possible for children to attend VBS.  

Pray for the impact on our community - that the seeds of God’s love would take root in 

these young lives and make a lasting impact on families, neighborhoods, schools and our cities.  

Final thought - just as the early disciples gathered together in the upper room waiting and
