Experienced, caring and communicative teachers prepare an
age-appropriate, play-based curriculum that helps children grow
spiritually, emotionally, physically, intellectually, and socially.

Children two years plus attend a weekly motor class to improve
coordination, balance, and strength, while a weekly music class
offers singing, dancing, instrument play and movement. Our
weekly Chapel is led by a pastor and is geared to pre-school
attention span and level of understanding.

Underpinning our school is a community of families that work
together for the good of all the children, supporting one another
in raising their children.
